We have a clear process if 

students break our classroom rules. These are:

3. If it happens a third time then the students will receive a generic letter explaining which rule they 

have broken.  

If your child brings home a letter, please discuss with them what behaviour should look like in the  

Classroom, talk about how to make amends and rebuild relationships which means apologising the next 

day to their Classroom Teacher. Sign the letter and return to School. Please note there is no further ac-

tion required or taken and that each day is a new day and that we move on from this. However, if your 

child does receive 5 letters home in a week it will mean a phone call home and a discussion around behav-

iour.
